Builder Tip of the Month
Smoother Cuts with Band Saw Blades

One way to get a smoother curved cut with a band saw
blade is to round the back edge with a sharpening stone.
With a rounded back, there aren®any sharp corners to get
hung up on. Plus, it decreases wear on the blade. Start by

grinding an angle on both back corners while the saw is
running. Then carefully round the back.
