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A DREAM CONCLUDED!
FIRST SHORT FLIGHT

A potentially happy first flight by Norm Michaud
in his KR2S homebuilt plane turned out to be
hard for me to watch, and immeasurably harder
for Norm to Fly! (He survived, thankfully.) This
concluded his high hopes of fun flying “Lemon
Lime” after a nine year building cycle.

It went like this: Norm had done some taxi
testing previously, and had run the tethered
plane’s Corvair engine up to the expected 3000
rom successfully. He had checked and
rechecked, and felt it was time to fly in the next
day or two. He accepted my offer to be a safety
observer with fire extinguishers and canopy
smashing tools at the ready, just in case.

On the morning of the flight Norm fired up the
converted Corvair engine and warmed it up
thoroughly. |1 donned my headset and handheld
aviation radio and followed the taxiing KR2 in
my minivan to a point near the mid-point of
runway 23 at LWM. He told the tower that it
would be a first flight of the plane.

| assumed, from conversation the day before,
that he might first make a small hop, fly down
the runway and put it down. Instead, | watched
a rather long takeoff run and slow climb to
about 25 feet altitude. He appeared to check
aileron and elevator control, but then neither
landed nor climbed!

The plane proceeded past the end of the
runway and barely cleared the trees there. It
turned sharply left and dropped out of my sight
below the trees.
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| told the tower that | thought he had crashed;
and they radioed him unsuccessfully. A plane in
the area was asked to look for the bright
colored “Lemon Lime” airplane, and | raced my
van past the end of the runway, with tower
permission. Neither of us could spot the plane.

From phoning in the airport manager’s office |
learned that Norm only suffered “cuts and
bruises”, but the plane was destroyed when it
crashed into a large back yard maple tree about
a half mile away! A punctured kidney was later
diagnosed, caused by the calculator that was in
his jacket lower pocket.

At the hospital, | verified that Norm was not
seriously injured, then returned to the crash site
to lead the salvage crew back to our EAA
hangar with the wreckage. A courteous FAA
aviation safety inspector had first allowed the
plane to be moved. Police, Airport Manager,
and newspaper and TV reporters all wanted
information about the flight and its builder-pilot.
An overhead helicopter filmed the wreckage
recovery, and two TV trucks filmed the pile of
broken plane parts which were placed behind
our hangar.

After this hubbub subsided | talked further with
Norm and found that the engine maximum rpm
was only 2200; and it was at the edge of stall
throughout the flight. He had made sure the
choke was off and the throttle was firewalled.

Before the flight | had asked if the engine had
been run at full power in a climb pitch attitude to
check fuel feed adequacy. He felt that the two
fuel pumps assured that this would be OK. Only
the header tank was in use, and this should
gravity feed also.

So what went wrong? Perhaps we will never
know the physical cause of the faltering engine.
There are many possibilities. We will note,
however, that there are first-flight precautions
that would have prevented the crash. Norm has
agreed to share this discussion so that others
may have better outcomes.
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Obviously, a hop to about a three foot altitude,
then immediate landing, would have allowed
quick, safe check of controls and engine rpm.
Troubleshooting of the low power could then be
conducted before another try.

A predetermined point on the runway should be
selected beyond which liftoff would be aborted.
This would safeguard against under-power,
over-weight, dragging brakes, poor wing lift,
incorrect propeller-to-engine match, etc. This
point should be based in part on experience of
prior flyers of this aircraft design, and also on
high-speed taxi tests.

Use of an experienced test pilot could have
resulted in a quick decision to put it down, even
from 25 feet high, with possible over-run of the
runway end into grass then trees. The test pilot
would most-likely do the above hop first. Saving
his skin would dominate over desire to prove
the quality of the plane. A builder may have a
sub-conscious bias or false confidence that is
hard to ignore.

Norm did not seem unduly nervous before the
flight, but any builder is likely to be more “up-
tight” than a test pilot would be.

Fuel feed at climb power should be pre-tested
tail low, level, and high in case a pickup could
be uncovered. The KR2 was near level in this
flight. Prior running was with the tail wheel on
the ground.

At least two observers should be present, to be
located near the start and end of the runway,
and on each side. They should have two-way
radios, but be silent unless the plane sheds
parts, is on fire, or similarly in serious danger.

The actions in the whole scenario depend on
choosing to “be safe rather than sorry!” Better to
abort unnecessarily than to fly into trouble. They
also depend on having a plan that pre-
rehearses possible fault occurrences and the
automatic reaction to follow if any should occur.
For example, chop throttle if takeoff roll is
longer than as determined in prior high speed
taxi tests. Land if first low flight has unexpected

problems with power, controls performance, or
control forces. Land straight ahead on power
loss below 300 feet (or appropriate) altitude.

Perhaps the most important advice is to take full
advantage of extensive knowledge gained,
sometimes the hard way, in the past. FAA
published a handbook, including seven advisory
circulars, called “Amateur Built Aircraft
Reference Material” for handout at fly-ins. In
that, find AC 90-89A “Amateur-Built Aircraft and
Ultralight Flight Testing Handbook.” Though it
seems to lack a recommendation for the hop-
and-land first step recommended above, it does
cover vital checkout and taxi tests that might
assure safe detection of problems. Check lists
are provided for all systems.

Another highly recommended practice is to
enlist an EAA Flight Advisor to go over the
pilot's test plans and spot needs for added
checks, or planned reactions to “what-if’
happenings in each stage of the first flight. In-
flight problems often demand corrective action
that is almost a reflex response, since there
may be no time to think it out before reacting
correctly.

For example, if a wing sharply drops in low
speed climb, attempting to lift it with aileron may
worsen the start of a spin. Rudder and lowered
pitch angle may be needed immediately. Onset
of stall at low altitude may force you to dive
toward trees or other obstructions if you are to
keep it flying under control. Up-elevator in this
case can bring disaster.

There is not enough space here to cover this
subject in full depth, so it behooves any
prospective first-flight pilot to read up on it and
have all questions answered well in advance.

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OUR LAST PROGRAM/MEETING (April 29):

Over 30 attendees signed in for our FAA Wings program. Unfortunately, that was far less than we
had expected given all the advertising of this very interesting program. Many missed out on hearing this
extremely interesting talk. Secretary Mark Hodgson took some great minutes ... (see also pg 6)

APRIL 29 MEETING WAS ESPECIALLY INFORMATIVE!

Penny kicked off our April meeting in the auditorium of the Bedford VA hospital with a
general overview of EAA 106 for the benefit of non-members in attendance. We heard what
some members are building and what some currently fly, and what upcoming events and
programs will offer. She announced planes which are for sale, reminded us of the Sport Parasol
kit which can be purchased through the club, pointed out that a space is available in the hangar,
and appealed for ideas on revising our newsletter.

With club matters out of the way she introduced Jack Keenan, of the FAA Boston Flight
Standards District Office, who gave a brief talk on the Wings program. Attendance at this
specific meeting qualified for credit towards Wings. Most of us are familiar with the Wings
program as a means of contributing to flight proficiency, but did you know that pilots taking part
in it are 98% less likely to be involved in aircraft accidents than non-participants? That
impressive statistic is one incentive to join! Jack also promoted the website FAASAFETY.GOV, on
which pilots can register to receive regular e-mail notices of flight safety seminars within a
specified radius of their homes.

Next Penny introduced David Hale, of Pilot Medical Solutions, Inc. He is a walking
encyclopedia of FAA rules, regulations, and standard-and-not-so-standard operating procedures
regarding the medical certification of pilots. Pilot Medical Solutions, Inc. can be checked out at
www.leftseat.com. Mr. Hale flew out to Bedford from Oklahoma City just to give this
entertaining and extremely informative presentation, and he did so having broken two ribs on
the prior day in a police training exercise! We were indeed lucky to hear him speak.

Mr. Hale began with a basic guideline that the FAA uses in certification: if a pilot has a
1% or greater chance of being involved in a flight accident in the next year as a result of a
medical condition, the FAA doesn't want that person flying. He offered general advice in
handling your certificate application, noting that the FAA's "standards are liberal but the details
are critical.” He said that pilots should choose an Aviation Medical Examiner (AME) who does a
lot of certification exams each year, and pointed out that a large selection of excellent examiners
is available on the "leftseat" website. Pilots should provide only the paperwork required. He
noted that over 80% of certification denials are because the proper medical records have not
been supplied.

With that background in mind, he addressed specific categories of medical issues
commonly encountered.

On medications: He cited three categories of concern--a) new medications--the FAA
commonly requires a one-year period post-FDA approval for a new medication to be approved
for flying, assuming it has been found safe; b) over-the-counter medications are NOT necessarily
safe, and he gave Benadryl as an example of an OTC med that has been involved in "many,
many accidents"; and c) psychotropic medications--the FAA has a "blanket ban" on such meds
as Prozac, although a few individuals in extreme cases have been approved.

On heart disease: "most people can be re-certified who have had cardiovascular issues."

On diabetes: some approvals can be given because the prognosis for individual cases can
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be made quite accurately now. Examples of pilots holding class 1, 2, and 3 certificates are
flying, but if insulin is required the pilot will be restricted to class 3.

On kidney stones: some pilots can even fly with retained stones, if documentation exists
to verify that the stones are not likely to dislodge and become a problem.

On neurology: pilots with a history of seizures can be approved, if it has been at least 4
years since a single seizure was experienced. In some cases, a history of multiple seizures may
be allowed if the intervening time has been 10 years or more. The key is documentation that
the underlying cause of the seizure has been corrected. A history of migraine headaches may
also be allowed in cases which are not debilitating to the extent that flight operations would be
endangered.

On cancer: although pilots will usually be grounded during ongoing treatment for cancer,
they may be approved afterwards if their condition is stabilized.

On vision: there are many monocular (blind in one eye) pilots.

On orthopedic problems: the FAA is concerned with two things--1) is the range of motion
in the affected part back to normal after treatment, and 2) is the pilot on pain medication? A
background issue that the FAA always pays attention to is the possibility of a pilot becoming
inadvertently addicted to pain medication in the course of treatment, such as for chronic back
pain.

On lungs: pilots with asthma can be approved usually, but may be required to have
current lung capacity testing for certification.

On alcohol and substance abuse: a recurring issue is that people may not be honest with
themselves regarding dependency, which requires close monitoring by the FAA. The FAA
considers a pilot with a history of two or more motor vehicle DUIs to have a psychiatric issue.

After giving this foundation, Mr. Hale answered questions which had been submitted on
cards by the audience and spoke in some detail about reported specific issues.
